Draw sheets will be posted at the Packer-Ellis Courts on Friday, May 27 between 5-7PM.
Players must consult the draw sheet to determine their first round starting times.

Play begins Saturday, May 28 at 9AM and players must be available through Monday.
Players are asked to arrive 15 minutes before schedule match time. Players arriving

15 minutes after schedule time may be forfeited. In the case of inclement weather,
the tournament will be moved to the W.I.L.T.C. indoor courts. Players will share the costs

of indoor play.

$6.00 per person per event for WTA members; $12.00 per event for non-WTA members.
Players are limited to two events. Fee and application must be received before 6:00 p.m.,
Wednesday, May 25. Send application to: Michael Poppler, 31 Edward Drive,
Winchester, MA 01890; or leave it with Vin Palumbo at the Packer Courts.

The tournament is open to everyone high school age and over. Family Doubles is limited to
immediate family members (i.e., no in-laws), but teams of all ages are welcome. Entrants who
do not have a season pass will heed to pay a guest fee ($8.00 resident/$12 non-resident)
each day of the tournament. In all events except for Family Doubles, players enter

individually and are then paired by the Tournament Committee. All players/teams must bring
a new can of balls to each match. Match winners will keep the unused can of balls and sweep
the court! Play is 2 out of 3 sets; 12 point tiebreaker.
